2.  What two new weapons were used for the 1st time during WWI?  Poison gas and tanks

5.  What occurred during the Balkan crisis? Austria-Hungary took control of Bosnia; Serbia also claimed the land; Serbia was prepared to go to war with Austria-Hungary over it because Russia would help them out, as they were all Slavic
